HYPOCRISY HIDES BEHIND RELIGION 
The Pharisees were the “conservatives” of their day – and they were offended that the 
disciples were breaking “the rules.” (v.1-2) 

Jesus turned it back on them that they used tradition to break God’s Law. (vv.3-9)

We too, can neglect family and pass it off as “ministry”; we too, can try to appear like 
we’re “good people” when really, we need mercy and grace as much as anybody!
